
Appendix. Synopsis of the 30 episodes of Every Moment of Your Life 

Episode 
No. Title Synopsis 

1 “Be My Guest” 
Ju-Sun and her boyfriend, Won-Hun, are on a playground 
at an apartment complex. A year later, zombies are 
walking around the playground. 

2 “Be Sure to Lock the Door”
Jung-Wook remembers his brother, who has left the 
apartment for work and has not returned. Zombies 
continuously walk around his apartment building.  

3 “We Should Go Now” Won-Hun is attacked by zombies while coming to meet 
his girlfriend, Ju-Sun. 

4 “I Am Sorry” 
After watching the zombie crisis on the television news, 
Ju-Sun tries to phone Won-Hun but does not get through. 
Jung-Wook also cannot get through to his brother. 

5 “There Are People Here”  

After the zombie crisis, Jung-Wook observes the 
zombies’ behaviour. The military start distributing relief 
supplies to survivors. Jung-Wook and Ju-Sun meet when 
receiving relief supplies. 

6 “It’s Me” 
Jung-Wook meets his friend Sang-Min, who has become 
a soldier, and Sang-Min gives more relief supplies to 
Jung-Wook.  

7 “Be Careful” Ju-Sun and her father hide her mother, who is infected 
with the zombie virus.  

8 “We Will Travel” 

Ju-Sun’s father is also infected with the zombie virus 
while taking care of his wife. Worried about infecting his 
daughter and dealing with a shortage of food, Jun-Sun’s 
father leaves his apartment with his wife. 

9 “Hold on to Mommy’s 
Hand” 

Jung-Wook meets a girl zombie who is always raising her 
right hand because she remembers her mother’s last 
words to hold her hand tightly during the zombie attack. 

10 “Are You Okay?” Jung-Wook tries to communicate with Ju-Sun, who 
comes along.  

11 “That’s What I Was Afraid 
of”  

Jung-Wook hears about the military’s zombie mop-up 
operation from his army friend, which is scheduled to 
take place soon.  

12 “What?” To give Ju-Sun fresh vegetables, Jung-Wook starts 
gardening when zombies can no longer move. 

13 “Anyway, I Live Like 
This” 

After reading a letter from her father, Ju-Sun understands 
what her parent sacrificed by leaving to protect her.  



14 “I Just Moved Here” 
Jung-Wook dreams that he meets many people who are 
previous apartment residents. They have all become 
zombies.  

15 “Groaning” 
Jung-Wook finds his brother, who has become a zombie 
and tries to come home because his last memory is of his 
brother, Jung-Wook.  

16 “I Worry” After meeting with Jung-Wook, his brother dies properly, 
and Jung-Wook buries his body. 

17 “Didn’t Scare?” After recognizing that zombies are humans, Jung-Wook 
brings the little girl zombie to his apartment. 

18 “He Is a Good Person” Jung-Wook asks Ju-Sun to take care of the girl zombie. 

19 “Feels So Good” Ju-Sun learns that she has been infected, and her 
symptoms worsen.  

20 “It Can’t Be Helped” 
Ju-Sun and Jung-Wook hear that newly zombified 
persons will be killed by soldiers as priority targets. Ju-
Sun worries about herself. 

21 “Looks Like a Family”  
Jung-Wook’s military friend finds the girl zombie in 
Jung-Wook’s apartment, but he does not kill her after 
realizing she has emotions and memories.   

22 “People Returning Home” Jung-Wook begins sending zombies to their homes.  

23 “They Are Crying” Jung-Wook realizes that the zombies really want their 
families and loved ones, not just a familiar space. 

24 “I Miss You” 

Jung-Wook begins helping zombies reconnect with 
family members. The girl zombie breathes her last breath 
when she hears Ju-Sun’s lullaby, which is the same song 
she remembers her mother singing to her.  

25 “I Don’t Go Anywhere” Jung-Wook discovers that Ju-Sun is infected with the 
zombie virus and is gradually becoming a zombie.  

26 “Who Knows” 
Jung-Wook lets Ju-Sun live in his apartment so that he 
can take care of her. However, Ju-Sun turns into a 
zombie. 

27 “She Doesn’t Look at Me” 
Jung-Wook realizes that he is not the most important 
person in Ju-Sun’s last memory. Jung-Wook finds her ex-
boyfriend, Won-Hun, and brings him to Ju-Sun.  

28 “Every Moment of My 
Time” 

Jung-Wook builds a small bunker surrounding Ju-Sun 
and Won-Hun to protect the zombie couple from the 
military’s efforts to clear out all zombies. 

29 “Is It a One-Sided Love?” 
Jung-Wook discovers that he is also infected with the 
zombie virus, but he tries to keep going and finish the 
bunker to protect Ju-Sun and Won-Hun.  



30 “We Will Be Happy” 
Jung-Wook is killed by the solders right after finishing 
his work. After zombification, Jung-Wook’s last memory 
is about Ju-Sun.
